Club ~ Le club des gentilshommes avertis [DGC ~ CGA ] aim to reintroduce the magic of the 
concept and the charm of the real. In a culture of appearances, décor and pageantry, our 
objective is to implement full ostentation and conjure up the most gentlemanly of images. 
Founded by François Lemieux and Robin Simpson in 2002 this inter-disciplinary collective is 
driven by a select group of young artists and maintains honorary chapters in Melbourne, Australia 
and Birmingham, UK. 
 
The air around the DGC ~ CGA’s projects has been framed as ‘modest steps in making art and 
taking over the world ‘ [ Kathryn Gray, FirstDraft Gallery ]. The club is in a constant cycle of 
developing new activities, all the while revisiting previous efforts in an effort to further refine their 
history: conducting their annual fox hunt, planting a mosaic garden in the image of the club’s 
emblem or flying black kites against the sky. To date the club has conducted activities and 
realized projects in Montréal, Melbourne, Sydney, Birmingham, London and The Hague. The 
members of the club also share duties operating their clubhouse in Verdun, Québec which plays 
host to monthly window exhibitions and performances as well as two major salon styled 
exhibitions presented each year.
